     During the summer of 2009, the interior of the church was stripped down to the 
bare essentials. Thanks to volunteer contributions of time and money, progress was 
made toward the renovation of the interior: 
• The ceiling rafters and joists were strengthened and leveled. 
• A new chancel (raised platform) was built at the front of the church along with a 

chase to conceal the chimney supports. 
• Foam insulation was sprayed on the walls, making them stronger and more  
   moisture and insect resistant. 
• The walls and ceiling were professionally drywalled and painted. 
• Fiberglass insulation was blown into the ceiling. 
• New flooring was installed around the interior perimeter of the building. 
• Arrangements were made to begin stripping and sanding the pews.
